Maids/Housekeepers Cooks 
Banquet Servers Waiters and Waitresses 
Florists  Food delivery 

                     (Check with hotels, motels, restaurants, and florists.) 
 
 

Distribution & Delivery 
Those gifts have to get to people somehow so there are usually openings for 
national delivery companies and in warehouses of the large online retail 
companies.  (May require being able to lift up to 70 pounds and/or stand 
 for long periods.)
